El Camarero
· Waiter must greet and welcome customers to restaurant.
· Waiter must ask customers what they want to drink (take orders).

· Waiter must ask customers what they want to eat (take orders).

· Waiter must repeat food back to customers when serving them. 

· Waiter must tell customers to help themselves and enjoy their meal.

· Waiter must return and ask about the food. (Did you like it, etc.?)
· At the end of the meal, waiter must ask if customers want anything else.

Los Clientes
· Customers must request a table and menus.

· Customers must express hunger/thirst.

· Customers must use 4-5 vocab words from food unit when placing order.

· At last one customer must request a missing utensil from table.

· Customers must ask for items to be passed to them at table.

· Customers must express their like / dislike of food to waiter.

· Customers can respond that they are full.

· Customers must ask for the bill and pay the waiter.

· Customers exit restaurant, adios, etc.
